Installation of the Borland Database Engine (DBE).

MEDLOG uses the BDE for table variables and for “missing value tracking”.  Versions of MEDLOG2K after December 2002  use a new version of the BDE.

The installation of MEDLOG2K will install the new BDE, however, it appears that the existence of an old version of the BDE can prevent the proper installation.

If the new version is not properly installed, you may see a message which indicates that the BDE version in not correct.  This will prevent you from using tables or missing value tracking functions.  You should not ignore this message.

To correct the problem, follow these easy steps:  (steps 1 and 4 are needed only if your data is on a network).

1. Using “My Computer” go to the IDAPI folder on your C: drive.  Run the program BDEADMIN.EXE.  Click on Configuration-Drivers, then Native, then Pardox.  Write down  the value listed for NET DIR.  You will need to enter this value again in step four.

2. Using “My Computer” find the IDAPI folder on your C: drive and right click on it.  Rename it IDAPIX.

3. Reinstall MEDLOG2K.  This will recreate the IDAPI folder.  After everything is checked out, you can delete the IDAPIX  folder (your old IDAPI folder).

4. Just like in step 1, reset the value in NET DIR.

The steps describe here should only need to be performed once for each machine.   Unless the current version of the Borland Database Engine changes (a very infrequent event - every few years), giving you an error message, you do not need to do this again.
