Using Tabs in form design.

The top portion of the forms designer screen has a ruler which shows the form width.  Tabs my be set by clicking on this ruler.  A symbol will appear in a blue colored font.  There are three different symbols which stand for Left align tab, Right align tab and Center alignment.  The Left align tab symbol looks like a small letter “L”.  The right looks like a reversed L.  The center symbol looks more like a cross.  By clicking more than once, the symbol can be changed or removed.

Different portions of the form may use different tab settings.  If you are adding tabs to a form, first highlight (select) the portion of the form were the tabs will be used.  Then set the tabs.

When you press the tab key the cursor will jump to the next tab setting.  

You can easily see if tab are set for the current line by looking at the ruler and verifying that the tab marks are in place.

Do not use tabs between the brackets which surround the input fields.  After typing the variable/field name, use spaces, if needed, to position the right bracket.  This is necessary because a count is made of the characters and spaces between the brackets, and this is used to determine the input field width.
